Send the kids back to school green with these tips.

1. OUT WITH THE OLD?

Before you go shopping, scrutinize your list. Do you really need to buy a new

backpack or box of crayons? Could the ones you already have last another

school year?

2. BUY IN BULK

Li ving Green*  Get together with other parents to buy school supplies in bulk, which cuts down
on the amount of packaging material used as well as the cost.

3. ECO-FRIENDLY COMPOSITION

Buy recycled notebooks, refillable pens, and pencils made from recycled newspaper or sustainably

harvested wood as certified by the Forest Stewardship Council.

4. EARTHY ART

Purchase non-toxic, water-based markers and crayons made with soybean oil instead of petroleum-based

paraffin. Save magazines, newspapers, and cardboard boxes for art projects.

5. WHAT TO WEAR

Shop for clothes at thrift stores and yard sales or organize a neighborhood clothing swap. If you do need

to buy new clothes, look for ones made from organic natural materials or recycled fibers.

6. ECO-FOOTPRINT

Buy eco-friendly sneakers made from organic cotton or hemp, recycled tires or plastic bottles, and non-

toxic dyes and glues. While you’re at it, recycle worn out sneakers through Nike’s Reuse-a-Shoe program

(www.nikereuseashoe.com).

7. DOUBLE DUTY

Invest in a solar backpack. As your student carries his books to school, solar panels on the pack generate

energy from the sun that can be used to charge phones and other electronics.

8. EXTRACURRICULAR EQUIPMENT

Need a baseball glove? Need a trumpet? Check out specialty resale shops such as Play It Again Sports

(www.playitagainsports.com) and Music Go Round (www.musicgoround.com) for gently used items.

9. ZERO WASTE LUNCH

Trade in the plastic baggies and brown bags for reusable containers and sacks and resist buying snacks in

single serving packages.

10. GET THERE GREENER

Encourage your students to walk or ride a bike to school. Too far? Take the bus or set up a carpool.

PREMATURE
Alexia was a 2.5 pound “preemie.” Her mother abandoned her during the two weeks that Alexia
had to stay in the hospital. Through a local church, Alexia found a home. She has continued to have
some health problems, but is improving. At six months of age, she now weighs six pounds. She is
seen at the Clinic weekly and formula is provided for her as well as medical care. Formal social serv-
ices are not always that functional here. The informal networks and arrangements (whether through
churches or neighborhood groups) are often there to catch the Alexia’s when the need arises. The
Clinic is pleased to play its part in this informal system and help some of the most vulnerable among
us.

TOO MANY & TOO FEW

Many years ago, my confirmation class contained some informal instruction. To wit: in the
Church, it helps to have a good sense of irony.

Recently, Dominican Public Health told the Clinic’s HIV testing unit that it had too many new
positive HIV test results. The same week, the USAID (US Agency for Internation Development) con-
tract agent here told the unit that they had too few new positive HIV test results. Ironic, huh?

Actually, it is sort of apples and oranges. Our new positive HIV test result rate is about 5% (con-
sistently the same for more than five years) which is a higher rate than most testing centers. Hoever,
our monthly number of tests performed is lower than most testing centers.

Our strategy has been to concentrate on testing high risk populations for HIV rather than per-
forming mass screening. We are perfectly happy with our HIV testing strategy. However, we are
working with Public Health and the USAID contract agent so that everyone will be happy eventually.

At any rate, | am glad that I went to confirmation class and learned that God was present even
within the contradictions, paradoxes and ironies of life.
